When | was in graduate school in the early 1960s, | was also in psychotherapy and in weekly
supervision of my work as a counselor. Because of graduate school | was thoroughly engulfed
in my own story and fascinated by the transformation of my life with traditional natives as a
child. It was then that Robert Coles came to our Graduate Colloguium to share his research on
the spiritual nature of children. He has since written several books about how children
experience “the road less traveled.” At that time my therapist was questioning the importance
of some experiences that | had considered foundational for me. | disliked disparaging attitude
toward spiritual experience that | found in psychology. Thus, | was relieved to hear Robert Coles
speak of the wisdom that is in children. Throughout the years | have eagerly sought to be one of
the first readers of a new book by Coles. (He has written 80 books.) Here is a quote from a
chapter, “The Spiritual Life of Children,” (from his 1990 book of the same name, pages 301-
302): “A girl of 13 cautioned me, ‘It’s not important what you think the soul is; it’s what you’re
looking for with it that’s important.” | wanted to know what she was looking for with it, and she
had no trouble giving me an answer: ‘l guess for some clues about
what this life is all about.” Then she laughed with a kind of self-
assurance ...”

| join Robert Coles in believing that most children are born
“traveling on the road,” which is a metaphor for spiritual life. | think
our so-called civilization and our schooling system distract them
from their spiritual journey. | found this was true for myself and I'm
wondering if this idea might be true for you as well. For this reason |
have enjoyed the teachings of Jesus, who said, “Except you become
as a little child, you cannot see what God is doing in the world.” As a matter of fact, Jesus
taught the importance of seeing spiritual life as starting with a new beginning, which he called it
being “born again.”

Inside trip looks like outside trip

This story begins in the 1990s with life’s dealing me a one-two punch: my mother’s passing in
August and my wife initiating divorce in September. | was a mess, needed some serious
counseling and had a soul-searching journey brewing in me. By January I'd talked with several
friends about my thoughts to get away for a while and was encouraged to go for it, if | had a
serious mind to. The only promise I'd been asked to make was that I’d return to tell the story,
but beyond that, no promises. | was freeing myself from all ties | could: home, car, job—all left
behind. On a rainy Wednesday morning in mid-February, my motorcycle packed with all I'd
need, | left for Houston, Texas, to catch a plane to Ecuador—one-way ticket, no return flight
booked.

| somehow knew | needed a big challenge to push me out of my rut, my ordinary reality, and I'd
designed one for sure. I'd photocopied, at the suggestion of a friend, some pages from “The
Path of Sun Bear,” a book on journeying and self-discovery. These along with a recently
developed knack for following my inner impulses, | let the outer journey unfold. The outside
adventure was important and still provides spice to my life, but it was the inner discovery of
finding a feeling at home with myself and a slowly
developing sense that | already knew where |
needed to be. During the time in South America |
met other travelers, journeyed with a Shaman,
hiked into ancient craters, faced numerous fears,
and allowed others caring to lift and encourage me.

On a day trip hiking the rim trail of a crater lake
outside Otavalo, | saw it, the beauty of my current
hike, over-laid on the Olympic mountains of my
home that I’d explored and loved for years. At that
moment, it was clear, | knew where home was and | had a sense I'd found something I'd been
searching for.

That sense of recognition of home has held steady these 15 years since the trip to Ecuador. | am
comfortable with my choice of home and know the value of having chosen. | don’t think I'd
have believed my own sense of it without having gone to those great lengths of travel, and it
was the inner trip that has sustained me, convinced me of the rightness of my choice to call a
place home.

Could the “road less traveled” apply to organizations as well as to
people? Yes! I've been thinking that our community might be seen as
on the road less traveled. We are living and working together in
ways that don’t necessarily match the lives and work processes of
many people and organizations in our broader society. It doesn’t
necessarily make us better or worse, but we are different. We hear
often that our organizational world can sometimes be hard to
understand as we try to explain how our community runs, what its purposes are, what it is like to
be involved, and how things are decided and implemented. We are on a journey that intends to re-
connect with ways things were done by people in other times, while building lifeways, systems,
programs and services that meet the needs for community connection that we believe the world
needs now. Here is an update on some of the ways we are working within the coordinating council
of our community system.

As you most likely know, some aspects of the work in our community is organized under a
nonprofit entity, The American Association for the Furtherance of Community. (Convocation,
another nonprofit, is also engaged in work in the areas that come under the auspices of church
activities - for us we refer to Convocation as our spiritual home. Convocation also employs John and
Colette Hoff as pastors to its members.) I'm giving this mini-summary of the way we are organized
because I realize that it is not always easy to understand how work is organized and how decisions
are made in our community system. The Association scope of work includes for example, financial
oversight and fundraising, development of roles and functions for accomplishing the work,
providing a retreat center at Sahale, the creation of the Sahale ecovillage, the development of an
ownership and economic model for those living at Sahale, the care and future plans for the Seattle
community center, as well as providing programs such as the Human Relations Lab, the summer
camp, leadership training, and cultural offerings. Much of this work is done by individuals and
teams who assume work because it needs to be done and because they have been the persons or
teams that have done the work all along. As a Board member and President I am aware that our
Board is in need of an upgrade in order to be fully engaged in all these areas of work and to be
consistently working from a strategic plan.

Recently, the community council has recommitted to the model of community organization first
developed by John and Colette in 1987, called The Game of Goodenough. This model uses a mandala
form of circles within circles. It provides for 17 key roles with very different perspectives. People
hold roles such as ritual expressor, communicator of the dream, coordinator of quality assurance,
and supervisor of accomplishing the work. Four quadrants are made up of a mix of these roles and
are charged with work from four different organizational aspects: vision, resourcing, accomplishing
and evaluating. This mandala form of work means that teamwork is essential and responsibilities
rotate based on where in the mandala a project currently resides as it moves through the circle of
quadrants. Central coordination is provided by a core team of coordinators, supervisors, and staff
responsible for the ongoing operations and oversight of the whole. Communicators and expressors
are especially involved in the culture of community and making sure that everyone is oriented and
informed and learns how to participate.

The first quadrant, visioning, is closely aligned with the Association, which has as its overall aim
to envision and initiate activities and projects that support the mission of furthering the
development of communities of all kinds. In fact in the first quadrant are three members of the
Association Board: myself as coordinator, Bruce Perler as supervisor and Hollis Ryan as



communicator. Our fourth board member, Irene Perler, is the coordinator in the second quadrant:
resourcing the dream and leader development.

At our council meeting this past Monday, we concluded that it is time for a radical re-looking at
how we work. As [ know from spending most of my work life in very large bureaucracies, it can
sometimes become difficult to make change within a pre-existing framework. Our community
council recognizes this may be one reason we can feel stuck when trying to move forward into a
revisioned community and freshly stated goals and roles. So ... we will be playing a game, starting at
next Monday’s meeting: leave behind all current roles and people attached to roles as well as some
of the current structures we have been used to. We will begin again, building one role at a time to
fill the key functions needed and placing these roles within the game and the Game of Goodenough.
This is a method that enables new pathways of thinking and collaborating and, we hope, will
develop some new systems that we can apply to our community. In other words, it is a game and it
will have real life application.

You are welcome to come to our meeting next Monday if you are intrigued, would like to
observe, or would like to contribute from your perspective. We meet at the community center from
6-9 with dinner provided
