For instance, Jim Tocher has written a brief history of Sahale,
which is included in this eView. Sahale Retreat Center itsatféxjaression of the work of hundreds of
people over a 3%year period people who have lived with us and attended our programs, worked
alongside of us, and financially supported us. As a residential and multgenerational community

our research showsat each year there are between 30 and 50 people who step into our life for awhile
before moving on. When we multiply this by 35 years you can see that our impact has been
considerable.

We have intended to bless our guests with warm greeting and authehtiding. We have offered
professionaigrade programs that came from our hearts and a repertoire of talents. The response to
what we offer has kept us going. Getting ready for this Memorial weekend has reminded us of how
much thanks we owe to all of you wlhave cared about our work through the Goodenough Community
system.

History of Sahale
AsToldby Jim Tocher

The Very Early Days

Long ago, maybe 20,000 years ago, glaciers covered what we now call Sahale. As the glaciers retreated,
they dumped lots obig rocks, gravel, sand and hardpathe basic soil in the Tahuya River basin. The

river itself added lots of gravel and silt as it meandered in its path; leaving a large flat spot we now call
our meadow. Trees, shrubs and grasses took root and grew egphtforming a thin layer of arable soil.

For thousands of years, Native Americans lived on this land, gathering berries, catching fish and hunting

for game. Giant trees grew in this area, living and dying a natural death. In the 1700s, explorers came
andmapped what we now call the Salish Sea, but they generally stayed aboard their ships and did not

explore the rugged inland country. By the mid 1800s, white settlers came and began cutting the giant

trees for lumber and export. They also fished for the aRiny & &SI f AFSd t NBlide azzy
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establish small towns along the Hood Canal. Tahuya was located across the Canal from Union, and was
suppled by boats that traveled across the Canal. Some small farms were established in the few flat

spots that the river had created, but most people survived by fishing and lumbering. The large timber
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was the largest component of the economy of Mason County. During that time, a road along the canal,

called Nortlshore Road, was built to reach the town of Belfair. Also, an inland road called Tahuya River

Road was constructed as an alternative route to Belfair and other inland locations (Blacksmith, Dewato,

Collins Lake, and Haven Lake) and connecting to the ElieRdas Road.



The Start of the Development We Now Call Sahale

After World War II, Frank Stler married Sue after they both left their service in the Navy. They bought
80 acres on the Tahuya River, about 2 miles northeast of the town of Tahuya. Thiedphdught was
covered with second growth timber and the Tahuya River Road ran through their new property.
Probably there was electrical power along the road, but that was it. There was no drinking water, no
sewage line and no natural gas. There may H#ean a telephone line along the road.

Frank and Sue set to work. They built what we now call Homestead Cabin, starting at first with only a

kitchen and a bedroom. (The cabin would be expanded later to add a bathroom, a living room and two
additional bedromns, which were needed for the 3 children they were raising). They soon built a sawmill

and began cutting their own dimensional lumber from the trees they were felling on their land. They

built a water supply by tapping into a spring coming out of the gdoup Jiggs creek (near the place we
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and shower, and the septic system for their cabin, they were living in luxury!

But the work was far from finished. &tad dreams of an orchard, and she planted dozens of fruit trees
¢ apples, pears, plums. She also worked the rocky, sandy soil, enriching it until it could support a
vegetable garden. Frank had a dream of building a large hpadeg building, using thieees from

their own land. What a magnificent building he had dreamed! But what a monstrous house to heat in
the winter time. The large furnace burned wood continuously, requiring one season over 30 cords of
wood, which the kids cut and split. Even nowyaan stand inside the log building and admire the huge
logs that went into the walls, and the many planks and beams that were sawn to build the floors and
interior walls. Much of the interior wood was eventually pulled out of the log building to usein th
construction of the house on the hill that we now call Klogleehouse that would be much easier to
heat with what the PUD said would be the modern, efficient and economical form of h&ating
electricity. That house was built in the 1970s.

In order to make ends meet financially, Frank would occasionally sell off parts of the original 80 acres.
Along the eastern border, he sold 10 acres to Rick Lawrence, another 3 acres to the Department of Fish
and Game, a 3 acre piece (which contained the homestead)abMrs. Allen, 5 acres of pasture to a

friend who bought fruit from Sue, and a single acre on the river in the southeast corner of the property.
Mrs. Allen probably lived in the Homestead Cabin, and she eventually sold the property to the Webbs,
who buit the current large house for their family. The Webbs added the building we now call the
Weavery. During the period between 1947 and 1995 almost all the native trees on the land below
Tahuya River Road were cut (except, of course, the large cedar toregthe river). We have an aerial
photograph taken in 1995 showing the denuded nature of the property.

Up top, in addition to the main house, Frank also built two buildings, one we call Mamook, and the
other we call Klahwe. Mamook was the shop and autotirag building. Klahwe may have been another
part of the shop complex. Mamook was constructed with smattypg framing. Sue planted more fruit
trees and developed a garden plot and the lawn around the house.

a thousand or so Douglas fir trees, which are now almost 20 years old. He built the big pond and did the

first version of the front parking lot. | believe that he was responsible for paving the courtyard entrance



and building the tweCadillac garagayhich we have converted to a kitchen/dining area and call
Potlatch.

This brief history brings us up to the time the Goodenough Community became interested in purchasing
the property. We first set eyes on the property in May of 2001, and a few daydetated to make an

offer. Sometime during the summer many of us climbed on a bus in Seattle and rode out to see the
property. The consensus was that we wanted it for our retreat center. Many of us subsequently donated
$10,000 each to the Goodenough Comniyiin order to raise the money to fund this purchase. John

and Colette Hoff signed the purchase papers a few days after September 11, 2001. From that day on, it
was our place.

This week more jobs are nearing completion
and the energy of spring encourages me to keep up the
pace with the new growth. It rained this week which was
perfect timing for the many new plantings and sod
installations. Everythimlooks radiant in the late

afternoon glow. | went out today at 4:30 to capture some
of the highlights of the local scenery. | have been noticing
how happy the native plants are just now and | want to
learn all about those plants which naturally thrivera in

this unique ecosystem. In addition to the native rhodies,
there are also cultivated ones which are blessing our
lower gardens and shading the new lettuces as they get
established. The garden gnome enjoys watching over these tender ones.
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Columbires whose seed spread from last y@direezes and passersby that brush against their paper

seed pods are everywhere and in all shades of rose, blue and purple. The quince continue to flower in a
month long show that keeps the bees and hummingbirds rehgniThis year, | am especially aware of a
large number of native blackberry bushes and we are intentionally leaving them in garden areas as they
will be lovely gifts to guests sitting in the gardens, and provide forage for the birds and squirrels. You
will see a photo showing the difference between the native smaller leaved blackberry and the

introduced Himalayan variety that takes over hillsides trees and open spaces. They both bear fruit, but
the native variety has lovely fine brambles
and delicate sweter fruit and right now they
are lovely sprays of star shaped white flowers.
The Himalayans while being a fine hillside
stabilizer, do overtake areas and trees and
have such strong stems they are considered
invasive and have been managed with more
intentA 2y a2 (KS& R2yQi
want to use. As with the Himalayan
blackberry, the scotch broom is also an
invasive introduced species that does well
here but which does takes over. Itis outin its
mustard glory this week and showing off on all thgosed hillsides. In this region, it is on the

unwanted list and homeowners are asked to do their part to remove whatever plants they can and burn
them to keep them checked. Joe Buchmeier and his friend Nolan took them down here two weeks ago
and now hey await the Memorial day ritual fire. Thanks guys!

Also, Hal and Mike continue to work on the finishing

touches to the bedrooms of the bathhouse buildings of

the lower campus. After a long day of detail work it is so

enjoyable to sit out on the decknd take a load off!
